Winrock’s work directly supported nearly 1.7 
million people. 

Collaboration with communities, governments and 
the private sector removed or reduced over  51 
million tons of GHGs. 

Winrock’s survivor-centered support for improved 
human rights helped to deliver services to more 
than  10,000 survivors of trafficking and other forms 
of exploitation. 

Winrock’s work in agriculture helped smallholder 
farmers adapt to a changing climate and improve 
reliable access to nutritious food, resulting in over 
4 million acres of cropland being farmed with 
improved technologies.
