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Spring 2022 Highlights

Collaboration with governments

It is known that safe migration is one of the key elements in tackling human trafficking, as traffickers
often do use vulnerability of migrants. SMICA collaborates with governments in Central Asia to
strengthen policies and regulations preventing human trafficking. In Turkmenistan SMICA supported
the development of the 2021-2025 National Action Plan for Human Rights (NAP on HR). SMICA also
works with policy makers in Turkmenistan to make amendments to current legislation to address
human trafficking.

In Uzbekistan SMICA and the Interior Ministry’s National Sub-Commission on Combating Trafficking
in Persons (CTIP) signed the Roadmap, which outlines joint activities for 2022 aimed to counter
Trafficking in Persons (TIP) and promote safe migration. Specifically, the Roadmap includes regional
referral of TIP cases, training of regional divisions of the CTIP Sub-Commissions on identification and
referral of survivors, development of the national database on TIP crimes, prevention of TIP through
info-campaigns, as well as provision of repatriation, rehabilitation, and reintegration support for TIP
survivors and vulnerable migrants. Signing the Roadmap will ensure support from the GoU
counterparts in the implementation of the SMICA activity and promote the sustainability of the project
results.

In the Kyrgyz Republic the Ministry of Labor, Social Security and Migration through SMICA’s support
continue providing online consultations to migrants. In just three months the hotline received more
than 400 calls, WhatsApp messages and messages through www.migrant.kg website. The most
accessed pages are usually those which help find out if Kyrgyz nationals are on the Russian blacklist
prohibiting them to enter Russia.

In Kazakhstan the government in collaboration with SMICA helped train 37 social workers. Now they
know how to identify victims of human trafficking, understand the risks of trafficking, and preventive
measures.

Digitalization

In the Kyrgyz Republic, SMICA presented a
documentary film about the life of labor migrants from
Kyrgyzstan in Italy. According to the Kyrgyz Republic’s
Department of External Migration, about 10,000 Kyrgyz
migrants currently live in Italy. Migrants face problems
related primarily to legalization, working conditions, and
integration in their new country of residence. One of
SMICA’s grantees in Turkmenistan, NGO Mashgala,
has launched a website for migrants and at-risk groups
groups in Turkmen and Russian, to provide essential
information on employment abroad legal regulations,
local opportunities and
COVID-preventive
advice and resources,
as well as referral to other service providing civil society organizations
(CSOs).

The Uzbek Ministry of Innovation invited SMICA to present new tools |
for raising awareness about migration risks in the national pavilion at
the World Expo-2020 Dubai. Visitors of the exhibition could be
acquainted with innovative approaches in the field of promoting safe
migration through information materials and videos in virtual reality
format.

Adaptation

Migrants generally face an increased risk of
difficulties related to their place of residence, job, as
well as social and medical assistance. One of the
objectives of the project is the protection and
adaptation of returned migrants.

Istiglol Avlodi NGO's office in Jizzakh, Uzbekistan, in
partnership  with  SMICA  launched  Skills
Development Courses for survivors of human
trafficking, vulnerable population, and returned
migrants, family members of migrants and victims of
domestic abuse by providing professional skills in
welding, culinary art and sewing. Cooperation with
the private sector helps employ graduates or provide
opportunities for center proteges.

Since the launch of the skilled training the NGO helped 16 people with employment at a local
construction company and assisted in arranging of supply of baked goods to local markets.

SMICA, government partners, CSOs and local communities unite their efforts to combat human
trafficking and ensure safe migration in Central Asia, as well as provide much needed help to survivors
of human trafficking.

SMICA in the Kyrgyz Republic in partnership with Oasis Foundation launched a new project to help
victims of human trafficking in Kyrgyzstan. The victims can receive humanitarian, legal, psychological,
medical assistance and obtain education, shelter, employment and other opportunities. The key goal
is to help the population most at risk of trafficking in persons reduce their risks and vulnerabilities.

Life Path Shifts with Lack of Proper Documents
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Nazgul, a Kyrgyz single mother of four, wanted to buy her children a home so that they could
have a place of their own. With that in mind she left Kyrgyzstan for Kazakhstan, hoping for
better job opportunities there, but instead she found herself wandering around the country
trying to make ends meet.

One of her sons was offered a job as a jockey in a horse club in Kazakhstan. She joined him
wither her two daughters of school age. They were offered accommodation and modest
payment; however, their passports were taken by the employer.




"We worked there for two years
but never got paid. We were
not allowed to leave the
territory, so it was as if we were
almost caged in that horse
club,” Nazgul sard.

During her work at this club,
Nazgul brought her two
daughters, both of school age.
Since their job was not getting
them anywhere close to the
. dream of buying a house,
SSS 0 Nazgul and the children decided
to leave the place. The employer threatened them that they would be arrested if they showed
up anywhere without documents, but Nazgul and her children left the club anyway.

Sometime later,
| the employer was
- tried for some
felony and Nazgul’s
documents  were
returned to her by
the police.
However, by that
time, her eldest
daughter had
turned 16 and she
was not eligible to
live and officially
work with her birth
certificate in
Kazakhstan.

For several years
Nazgul and her daughters had to live and work in different places in Kazakhstan.

"When my eldest daughter was pregnant and went into labor, the hospital wouldnt accept
her, as she didn’t have any documents proving her identity. One of the policemen convinced
the doctors that we had the right for emergency medical assistance and eventually my
daughter was accepted into the hospital”, said Nazgul.

When the daughter with the grandchild were discharged, the hospital only provided a letter
confirming the time and date of the birth.




When Nazgul and her daughter wanted to return to Kyrgyzstan, the daughter and grandchild
were not allowed to cross the border without proper documents. They had to agree that the
daughter and granddaughter would stay and Nazgul’s daughter would work until they could
find a way out. Fortunately, this time they came across a good man who paid them a salary
and provided them with food and accommodation. Nazgul herself left for Kyrgyzstan and
began to apply to various authorities to help her daughter get a passport and travel back to
her homeland.

Only when she called the hotline of the Center for Employment Citizens Abroad under the
Ministry of Labor, Social Security and Migration, where she was consulted by a lawyer, did
things start moving in the right direction. The lawyer, who provides consultations under the
USAID Safe Migration in Central Asia activity in cooperation with the Center, contacted the
Kyrgyz Embassy in Kazakhstan to issue temporary documents and helped Nazgul’s daughter
and grandchild travel back home with temporary documents.
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"I'm happy. My daughter and granddaughter are nearby. I don't need anything else,” the
mother thanked the lawyer for his help with tears in her eyes.

While the lawyer continues to assist Nazgul and her family, another SMICA partner “Oasis” is
providing Nazgul with humanitarian aid and psychological support.

"I was invisible for many, considered as someone denied any rights, only because I didnt
have proper documents. Our experience has shown how important it is to know the rules and
regulations if you are considering going abroad as a labor migrant. Now we know that there
are resources that can help inform a labor migrant about both rights and responsibilities. This
includes www.migrant.kg and the Center for Employment of Citizens Abroad of the Ministry
of Labor and Social Development of Kyrgyzstan, ” said Nazgul pointing at her passport.

Her passport was renewed, whereas her daughter’s and granddaughter’s documents are yet
to be issued.

The USAID-funded Safe Migration in Central Asia activity is being implemented in Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz
Republic, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan. It is a five-year activity that uses evidence-based practices and
cross-border connections to strengthen the mutual accountability and effectiveness of governments, NGOs,
and the private sector to prevent trafficking-in-persons, protect survivors, and promote safe migration.
The activity works in close cooperation with local governments, civil society, and the private sector to
improve migration practices and prevent exploitation.
