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Governments and parliaments undertook a number of legal reforms related to trafficking in persons (TIP)
and migration. In Kazakhstan, an intersectoral working group continued work on a law on countering
trafficking in persons (CTIP) and the government adopted new visa regulations for migrant workers. In
Kyrgyzstan, the president signed into law amendments to the CTIP law revising the definition of TIP, adding
forced labor as a related crime. Kyrgyzstan also worked on a drafted regulation which has provisions for
regulating private employment agencies (PEAs). In Turkmenistan, the government conducted high-level
meetings with the International Labor Organization (ILO) regarding steps to eradicate systemic forced labor
and a working group drafted an updated National Acton Plan on CTIP for 2023-2025.

In Uzbekistan, SMICA continued a series of training psychologists of crisis centers and NGOs, and in
Turkmenistan training for intersectoral staff providing support to vulnerable families as well as volunteers
of Red Crescent on CTIP. In all four countries, SMICA and partners trained airline and airport personnel on
understanding the complexities of TIP and how to detect and refer suspected cases.

SMICA and NGO partners continued various awareness activities for the prevention of TIP and promotion of
safe migration including a series of video interviews in Kyrgyzstan including warning of schemes to recruit
Central Asian migrants into Russian military service in Ukraine. A similar awareness campaign in Uzbekistan
distributed and posted flyers in intercity buses on routes to Russia. Several campaigns coincided with global
awareness campaigns, such as Safer Internet Month in February during which SMICA and partners posted a
series of animated GIFs on how to avoid internet and messaging scams. This is particularly important as a
trend has been observed of a growing number of IT specialists being recruited for work in call centers instead
being forced into criminal scamming activities in Southeast Asia (two cases in Uzbekistan and two in
Kazakhstan have been documented). SMICA partners continued to reach out to various populations in their
communities through flash mobs and distribution of awareness materials in person and through social
media.

SMICA partners also continued to provide direct assistance to TIP survivors and vulnerable migrants and
potential migrants, including 26 victims of trafficking repatriated during the quarter to Uzbekistan. In
addition to legal counseling and psycho-social support, partners helped to provide migrants not only with
information but also with skills and start-up resources for entrepreneurial activities. NGOs conducted job
fairs for the hearing impaired, trained youth on confidence building and critical thinking, and religious
leaders on understanding the genesis of migration and the importance of reintegration of migrants or TIP
survivors to their home communities.

Collaboration with governments

SMICA continued supporting Turkmen companies
in Adoption of Fair Labor and Sustainable
Business Practices. These standards ensure that a
company operates in a socially and
environmentally responsible manner. Thus, on
| January 7, a leading food producer, Parahat,
became the last company in the USAID-supported
group to receive certificates for all three ISO
standards (Quality Management, Environment
Protection, and Health and Safety at Work).
Parahat's certification demonstrates to the
broader community the company's commitment
to providing high-quality products while reducing its environmental impact and prioritizing worker safety.
This not only benefits Parahat's customers and the environment but also positions Parahat as a desirable
partner for global companies seeking ethical suppliers.

Training and a round-table for Turkmen consultants, Ashgabat,
January 7, 2023

SMICA facilitated a public hearing of the new draft Regulation “On the Activities for the Employment of
Citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic Abroad” which will replace the Government Decree No. 175 “On Some Issues
in the Field of Labor Migration in the Kyrgyz Republic.” PEAs, representatives of the President’s
Administration, and experts exchanged opinions and provided feedback on the draft. The new version now
includes certain procedures for obtaining a permit for PEAs, in particular the procedures for issuing, refusing
toissue, and extending the permit, as well as suspension, renewal, and cancellation of the permit. As a result
of the discussion, participants agreed to submit their proposals for further consideration by the respective
authorities. The new regulation will include provisions for data collection on the number of migrants
employed through PEAs.

Public hearing on the Regulation on employment of Kyrgyz citizens abroad with PEAs,
Bishkek, February 17, 2023

SMICA, in partnership with Center for Employment of Citizens Abroad under the Ministry of Labor, Social
Security and Migration of the Kyrgyz Republic (CECA), continued providing legal consultations to migrants.
CECA’s hotline operators provided consultations to 11,811 persons (8,538 male, 3,273 female) by phone,
WhatsApp, and an online messaging tool integrated into www.migrant.kg, sixty-one of those assisted (10
male, 51 female) received information on safe and responsible migration, while the rest inquired for issues
such as employment opportunities, the Russian “black list”, rules for staying abroad and other questions. In
addition, CECA provided legal counseling to 2,791 individuals (2,436 male, 355 female). Through this data,
CECA analyzed what issues migrants and potential migrants deal with the most and how to address these
questions. For example, the most asked question concerns the so-called blacklist (of Kyrgyzstanis banned
to enter Russia), thus CECA continues to provide up-to-date information on the blacklist.



Cooperation with airlines and airports

SMICA  provided CTIP

As part of the National Human Trafficking Prevention Month in January, SMICA and partners conducted a
workshop for officers of the Ashgabat Airport and Turkmenistan Airlines cabin crews on how to detect
trafficking signs and prevent TIP. SMICA handed over booklets for frontline officers, along with information
materials for further dissemination at the airport and in aircraft.

Partnership with the private sector

SMICA reached an agreement with the Turkish Airlines to sponsor
flights for SMICA staff and partners. The signing of an MOU between
SMICA in Turkmenistan and Turkish Airlines marked another great
achievement in building and expanding SMICA partnership with the
private sector and passenger air carriers in particular. SMICA also
facilitated cooperation between Turkish Airlines, the Economic Society
“Ish Nokady,” and the private company “Ak Gaya.” Together, the
cooperation will sponsor the purchase of sewing machines, bakery
sets, and more, for SMICA partner NGO “Yenme,” and the women who
participate in “Yenme’s” skills training center for unemployed, at-risk
groups.

The Almaty International Airport and USAID’s
Safe Migration in Central Asia (SMICA) Project,
implemented by Winrock International, have
completed a series of training sessions for airport
staff on identifying potential victims of human
trafficking.

The participants learned about forms of human
trafficking and exploitation and the role of
airports in preventing trafficking in persons. At
practical exercises, the participants went through
procedures which need to be followed when
