Autumn 2022 Highlights

The Safe Migration in Central Asia (SMICA) Activity took efforts to provide further support to
vulnerable families, returned migrants, victims of labor and sexual exploitation, victims of
trafficking, and to inform potential labor migrants of the ways to migrate safely, as Covid-19
related restrictions were lifted.

Sanctions imposed on Russia caused tens of thousands of Russian businessmen and women
to depart from their homes crossing the bordersinto Central Asia. At the same time, there were
attempts to recruit Central Asian migrants working in Russia into military service in Russia’s
war against Ukraine. In general Russia’s war in Ukraine is having a profound impact on the
economies of Central Asia including severe inflation, supply chain disruption, and for
important for SMICA disrupting migration trends increasing the vulnerability of migrants and
their families. SMICA and partners remain vigilant to changing needs and made necessary
adjustments to achieve the goals and objectives of the project.

SMICA continued cooperation with state and civil society agencies, maintained positive
working relations between NGOs and assisted in institutionalizing a transnational referral
mechanism. Through partner NGOs, SMICA provided strong support for migrants and at-risk
populations, who benefited from rehabilitation, education, and training programs.

Collaboration with governments

For the first time in Kyrgyzstan, victims of human trafficking are provided access to state-
guaranteed free legal aid. On August 10, 2022, a new version of the Law "On State-Guaranteed
Legal Aid" was adopted, under which victims of human trafficking are entitled to free legal aid
in criminal cases regardless of their financial situation. The new bill was developed by a
working group of experts of the Center for Coordination of State-Guaranteed Legal Aid under
the Ministry of Justice of the Kyrgyz Republic (CCSGLA) with the assistance of the USAID
Activity "Safe Migration in Central Asia", implemented by Winrock International.



In order to support the implementation of
this law, a new project "the Creation of
Sustainable Mechanism for Protecting
Victims of Human Trafficking in the State
Guaranteed Legal Aid System" was
launched with the support of the United
States Agency for International
Development (USAID). Under the project,
the Lawyers for Human Rights Public
Foundation, in partnership with the
S CCSGLA, will build the capacity of selected

200 lawyers of the state-guaranteed legal
aid system from all regions of the country and provide legal assistance to victims of human
trafficking for one year.

The Lawyers for Human Rights Public Foundation specializes in protecting and promoting civil
and political rights in Kyrgyzstan. The foundation addresses human rights issues in the
criminal justice system through training, monitoring, education, and litigation. For six years
now, highly professional lawyers of the foundation have been supporting Kyrgyz citizens who
find themselves in difficult situations and have difficulty in obtaining assistance that is
guaranteed by law.

Cooperation with international organizations and civil society

USAID’s Safe Migration in Central Asia Activity, implemented by Winrock International,
has joined efforts with OSCE, state partners and NGOs in Kazakhstan in conducting the third
OSCE-led national simulation-based exercise "Combating Human Trafficking along Migration
Routes". The simulation exercise, which took place in Almaty on September 19-23, was part of
the Action Plan of the Kazakh Government on preventing and combatting crimes related to
trafficking in persons (TIP).
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During the training, over 100
practitioners from law-enforcement
agencies, social services, labor
| inspectorates and NGOs practiced
| scenarios of investigating the cases of
labor and sexual exploitation and
Internet recruitment. Simulation
sessions were realistic, practical, and
conducted with involvement of
professional  actors and law
enforcement officers.




The exercise offered front-line responders the opportunity to practice and master their skills
in a safe learning environment, and to apply intersectoral approach during detection and
investigation of TIP cases and providing psychological and social assistance to victims of labor
and sexual exploitation.

On 15 November, the U.S. Agency for International Development’s (USAID) SMICA Activity
and the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) in partnership with the
International Labor Organization and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Turkmenistan held a
two-day technical meeting titled "Strengthening National Policies on Trafficking in Persons”
for the members of Turkmenistan Mejlis (parliament) and other key stakeholders. At the
meeting the participants learned about best international practices in anti-trafficking policy
development with a strong emphasis on victim-centered approaches. They also analyzed

Educating the publicin order to raise awareness and foster a sense of
responsibility by average citizens is part of this work. We all have a part to play in preventing
and countering human trafficking,” said in his opening remarks U.S. Ambassador to
Turkmenistan Matthew S. Klimow.
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This meeting is key to ensuring that national policies are in line with the Palermo Protocol and
introducing in Turkmenistan the mechanisms that are operational and effective.



Every year on November 20, World Children's Day is celebrated in many countries. This
holiday was proclaimed by the UN General Assembly 69 years ago. On the same day in 1959
the Declaration of the Rights of the Child was adopted, and in 1989 - the Convention on the
Rights of the Child.

Since then the holiday is celebrated as a day of global brotherhood and understandlhg of
children. On 20 November, a series of awareness campaigns was held in Turkmenistan.

These events were organized by USAID's SMICA in collaboration with the country's Union of
Entrepreneurs and Industrialists, Information Resource Center at the US Embassy, the UNODC
Office in Turkmenistan, the UN Children’s Fund (UNICEF) and Yenme NGO. One of these events
resulted in a fun educational event at the Berkarar Trade and Entertainment Center in
Turkmenistan’s capital Ashgabat.

Media

USAID’s “Safe Migration in Central Asia” project produced a documentary film about the
life of Kyrgyz women migrants in Turkey. The film explores the challenges and opportunities
that labor migration provides for women migrants. The women who featured in film stress the
importance of obtaining work visas in order to protect yourself from violation of labor rights.
According to the Migration Department of Turkey, more than 25,000 Kyrgyz migrants currently
live in Turkey and the majority of them work there illegally.

SMICA partnered with a popular Uzbek
YouTube blogger Kirill Altman, who
produced and posted on his YouTube
channel “Alter-Ego” a video dedicated to TIP
in Uzbekistan. SMICA engaged survivors of
sexual and labor exploitation, who have
= . . been trafficked to Russia and the United

SMICA’s NGO partners were featured in the video and spoke about existing challenges and
policy improvement recommendations. In the first two weeks, the video reached 25,000
views, 850 likes and 140 comments, and also caught the attention of Uzbek Senate
Chairwoman Tanzila Narbaeva, who stated that a council of NGOs would be created to
discuss the recommendations and solve the problems identified in the video.

Digitalization

Information screen displays were installed in the Ashgabat
International Airport’s departure zones, providing information
on safe migration for departing passengers.

. Toraise awareness on safe internet usage for children, TIP risks
b online, and internet security against trafficking and the
trafficking of migrants via false recruitment practices, SMICA,
in partnership with grantees Ynam and Dap Dessur held
regional initiatives dedicated to mark Safe Internet Day. These
included the development and dissemination of videos
through social media
and in-person events.
Yenme conducted a
webinar dedicated to
Safe Internet Day with local and regional NGOs,
international  organizations, and the at-risk
populations in Turkmenistan.

SMICA launched the "Safe Airports" initiative in
Uzbekistan at the International Airports of Termez and
Namangan cities. The informational booth is a touch-screen info-kiosk located in the
departure waiting zone of the airports to provide departing migrants with the knowledge and
tools necessary for safe labor migration. The booth is equipped with videos, posters, and a
software application with pre-departure information on six major destination countries
chosen by Uzbek labor migrants as well as information about the rights and responsibilities of
labor migrants, access to healthcare services in destination countries, available support
services for labor migrants and victims of trafficking, and other useful contact information.




SUCCESS STORY

Rise from a housekeeper to an accountant - the story of Roza

Roziyeva Roza (the name altered) was born in Mary Region in Turkmenistan in 1979. After
graduating from high school, Roza had no opportunity to receive higher education, as her family
was experiencing financial difficulties. Therefore, Roza got a job in the kitchen of a local canteen.
After graduating from high school, she got
married and they had a son. However, her
husband did not support the family financially
and all the care for the child fell on Roza’s
shoulders. Her husband did not seek to change
the situation in the family and eventually left
Roza with the child.

One day an acquaintance offered her a good job
as a housekeeperin Turkey. Roza decided to take
the job because she had a child to raise and
supported her parents. Leaving her son with her
parents, Roza went to Turkey, but after working
for a while she realized that she was being used
as a free laborer. She was not paid. She became
dispirited. Her self-esteem fell and she felt like
everyone was just using her. The humiliation and
oo exploitation she suffered broke her. With great
= | difficulty she was able to return to her homeland,
. but she was psychologically devastated. She
took odd jobs for a long time. Her parents
reproached her for the trip in which she could
earn nothing.

A local Turkmen NGO identified Roza as a victim of trafficking and placed in a shelter where she
received qualified psychological and social assistance, as well as legal support. Roza’s recovery
focused on her individualized psychological rehabiliation. She also underwent a life-skills training
course as part of the Safe Migration in Central Asia project of the US Agency for International
Development - she improved her communication skills, time management, and mastered self-
presentation and resume writing skills.

Roza was now motivated to find a decent stable job, and she set clear steps for achieving her goals.
She successfully completed a training course in accountancy. She improved her relationships with
the family and relatives. Self-confidence enabled Roza to improve her personal life. She remarried.
Her professional accounting skills gave her the opportunity to run the family business (repairing
home appliances) together with her new husband.
