QUARTERLY NEWSLETTER # 4, Autumn 2023

Trafficking in persons (TIP) in Central Asia is both an internal and cross-border issue that requires regional
cooperation. Through the Safe Migration in Central Asia (SMICA) activity, USAID Central Asia increases the
capacity of migration and Countering TIP (CTIP) stakeholders to coordinate efforts on safe migration, enhance
regional information sharing, and harmonize legal frameworks of countries across the region.

Collaboration of government stakeholders with NGO partners was reinforced during the third regional conference
in Astana of Central Asian CTIP NGOs, government ministry officials, and law enforcement (July 2023) who
reported on and discussed their implementation of the “Bukhara Declaration for Strengthening National and
International Partnerships to Combat Trafficking in Persons." During this meeting, participants identified how
they can better communicate and collaborate to reduce the risks of trafficking and better identify victims and
assist them through criminal justice proceedings.

Together with government counterparts, SMICA created resources to assist in sustained efforts to CTIP and forced
labor. In Turkmenistan, SMICA translated into Turkmen and Russian a toolkit for investigators of TIP and forced
labor, including labor inspectors. In Kazakhstan, SMICA presented the Guidelines for Frontline Officers, drafted in
collaboration with the Law Enforcement Academy (LEA) of the General Prosecutor’s Office to relevant
government ministries and NGOs. SMICA also published Guidelines for Mutual Legal Assistance (MLA) in the
Kyrgyz Republic.

SMICA and NGO partners continued awareness activities for the prevention of TIP and promotion of safe
migration to reach various populations in their communities through videos, flash mobs, and distributed
materials in person and through social media.

Central Asia pledges to boost efforts in combating trafficking in persons

State agencies, experts and civil society partners of Central Asia have shared their experiences, knowledge and
success and manifested their will to amplify their efforts in combating trafficking in persons (CTIP).

In the run up to the July 30 World Day Against Trafficking in Persons, the Law Enforcement Academy under the
Office of the Prosecutor General of Kazakhstan, UNODC, USAID’s Safe Migration in Central Asia (SMICA) Project
implemented by Winrock International, and the U.S. Department of State’s Bureau of International Narcotics
and Law Enforcement Affairs (INL) co-organised the "Strengthening National and International Partnerships to
Combat Trafficking in Persons" conference in Kazakhstan’s capital Astana.



The conference convened government officials from Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and

Uzbekistan, including law enforcement agencies, judiciary, customs, civil society organisations and international
experts to share best practices and experiences in combating TIP and victim-centered rehabilitation and
reintegration of victims trafficking and exploitation.

Participants presented an
overview of solved crimes
related to TIP, crime statistics
related to investigations and
prosecutions, and shared best
practices in the investigation
and prosecution of TIP and
related cases. Given the
complex nature of trafficking in
persons and changing methods
and means of criminal networks,
the conference stressed the
need to further develop the
2 criminal justice response to
trafficking in persons in the region, especially as it relates to detection and investigation of international
trafficking in persons crimes and identification and referral of victims of such crimes.

Participants also reviewed the types of support provided by international organisations, such as assistance to
countries in drafting, developing and revising action plans needed to effectively combat TIP, prevention and
community awareness-raising, data collection and research, legislative assistance, strategic planning and policy
development, criminal justice responses, victim protection and support, international cooperation, training and
mentoring of professionals using tools to apprehend, prosecute and convict traffickers and to protect and
support victims.

A consultant for Uzbekistan’s Istiglol Avlodi NGO, who had escaped from slavery in Russia shared his personal
experience with conference participants:

“I feel resentment for what happened to me. At the same, | feel grateful to fate that | survived and returned
home and | am a businessman now. People who desperately need money and need to make a living are especially
vulnerable to human traffickers. That is why informing and warning people about risks of trafficking in persons
labor migration is crucial”.

By sharing his lived experience, he contributed significantly to better addressing issues of CTIP and safe
migration. The NGOs and state agencies of Central Asia agreed to strengthen detection and investigation of
cases related to trafficking in persons, develop national and transnational referral mechanisms to facilitate
identification of trafficking victims, their assistance, and repatriation, as well as investigation and prosecution
for TIP related crimes, promote partnerships among key criminal justice practitioners and civil society
organizations in Central Asia as well as exchange and develop national practices on combating trafficking in
persons crimes at state borders.



Safe Migration Project Director pays a working visit to Turkmenistan

As part of her working visit to Turkmenistan, the Regional Director of the USAID Safe Migration in Central Asia
project, Eleanor Valentine met with representatives of the Mejlis, the Ministry of Labor, the Prosecutor General's
Office, the Migration Service of Turkmenistan, as well as the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Turkmenistan.

Ms. Eleanor Valentine highly appreciated the work of the Turkmen partners to improve legislation and its
implementation for the protection of the rights of migrants and providing support to this group of the
population. Together with NGOs, SMICA launched information campaigns aimed at raising awareness of
domestic violence, the risks of labor migration, and the importance of responsible behavior.

SMICA co-organizes Turkmenistan Ashgabat Model United Nations (TAMUN) Regional Conference

On November 10-11, 2023 the
Government of Turkmenistan jointly with
the United Nations Office of Counter-
Terrorism (UNOCT), the United Nations
Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC), the
United Nations Regional Centre for
Preventive Diplomacy for Central Asia
(UNRCCA), the United Nations Resident
Coordinator Office in Turkmenistan (UN
RCO), the Regional Office of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights in
Central Asia (OHCHR) and US Agency of
International Development (USAID) “Safe
: Migration in Central Asia” program
organized the 1st Turkmenistan Ashgabat Model United Nations (TAMUN) Regional Conference to
commemorate the 75th anniversary of the Universal Human Rights Declaration as part of the Global UN
Awareness Campaign. The Model UN Conference gathered together around 100 talented students from across

Central Asia. The future leaders of our world were right there debating, negotiating, and working together to
find innovative solutions to real-life problems and brainstorming ways to make our planet a better place. We
extend our heartfelt congratulations to all the participants, organizers, and incredible minds behind the 1st
Turkmenistan Ashgabat Model UN Conference. Together, they have set the stage for a future filled with hope,
cooperation, and endless possibilities.



Uzbek CTIP Sub-Commission assisted to establish unified information database on trafficking offences

The United States Agency for International
Development (USAID) supported the Sub-
Commission on Combating Trafficking in
Persons (CTIP  Sub-Commission) in
Uzbekistan in establishing a unified
information  database on trafficking
offences. As part of this initiative, USAID
also supplied office equipment worth
$50,000 to the CTIP Sub-Commission to
ensure the effective functioning of the
database. The equipment will be
deployed in all regional anti-trafficking units in the regional departments of internal affairs. This activity
is a part of joint initiatives of USAID and the Uzbek Ministry of Internal Affairs under ‘Safe Migration in
Central Asia’ Project implemented by Winrock International.

The implementation of the database will play an important role in identifying gaps in assistance to
victims of trafficking and will help develop evidence-based recommendations to improve victim
support services throughout the country. It will also contribute to ensuring the safety and protection
of vulnerable persons and human trafficking survivors.

Information kiosks at Kyrgyz airports promote safe migration

The Center for Support of International Protection (CSIP) officially presented the USAID-supported information
kiosks installed at the Manas International Airport with the aim to raise passengers’ awareness about measures
to ensure their safe migration, as part of SMICA’s cooperation with the airport. The Minister of Labor, Social
Security and Migration and the media participated in the event and he noted the importance of cooperation
with the private sector to promote safe and responsible migration and combat trafficking.

SMICA also installed information kiosks at the Osh, Batken and Jalal-Abad airports to raise passengers’
awareness about precautionary measures to ensure their safe travel and migration.

“CSIP” developed an instructional video in Russian and Kyrgyz on how to use the information kiosk and
published the video to their social media (https://csip.kg/video/350-informatsionnyj-kiosk-po-voprosam-

migratsii).

Additionally, “CSIP” developed 24,000 copies of information materials to disseminate among the general public
at airports, airlines, and train stations.

SUCCESS STORIES
DOCUMENTED IDENTITY: A KEY TO OPPORTUNITY

People remain undocumented for various reasons, but such people have one thing in common - difficult living
conditions. In our practice, we often come across people who, due to their illiteracy, did not get a passport in
time, lived with a "Soviet-era red passport" for a long time, and some even never got documents at all. The
reasons why they lived without documents are different, but one of the most common is legal illiteracy: they
did not know where to start, where to turn, how to write an application, and if there were any attempts to
get a passport people faced financial difficulties and bureaucratic procedures. People get used to living
without documents and apply only in case of acute need, when it is necessary to get education, pension or
medical treatment. There are many cases when in the 90s, after the collapse of the Soviet Union, a person
did not change his passport in time, missing deadlines, and when s/he applied to the authorities s/he had to
collect a lot of certificates confirming their identity, and if s/he was born outside of Kazakhstan, s/he needs to
get a certificate confirming that s/he is not a citizen of another state.

Here are some examples from our practice:

1. InlJune 2022, during the information campaign, we were approached by a resident of Ushtobe, citizen
K., with a request for assistance in documentation. Citizen K. born in Omsk, RSFSR. As his father was a
military man, they moved to Uzbekistan, there he finished school and received a "red passport”. In
the 90s he moved to Kazakhstan for permanent residence, he did not change his documents. At first
he worked at a factory, and later, when the "red passport" became disabled, he worked part-time at
farms. He could not obtain citizenship and passport of the Republic of Kazakhstan on his own. There
were "well-wishers" who took him to work and promised to help him get a passport, but everything
ended in banal labor exploitation. Our Center helped him to obtain the necessary certificates from
the Russian and Uzbek embassies. In April 2023, citizen K. received a stateless persons’ passport.

2. Citizen V. was born in Russia in 1964, in the Sverdlovsk region. In 1995 she married a citizen of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and moved to Kazakhstan for permanent residence. She did not change her
documents in time. The reasons were: she was sick, her children were small, or she did not have
enough money. In April 2022, she turned to our center for help, because to obtain documents she
needed a certificate of lack of Russian citizenship. Having no documents, V. was in a difficult financial
situation and could not pay for the certificate on her own. Our organization helped citizen V. to obtain
all the necessary certificates for her to get the documents. On December 29, 2022, her passport was
ready, which she received in early 2023.

3. Citizen S., born in Karakalpakstan in 1965, came to Kazakhstan for work in the late 90's. His red
passport was lost. He worked wherever he had to. He tried several times to apply for restoration of
documents, but he could not bring the case to completion and
get a passport. He turned to our center through acquaintances.
We helped him to get a certificate from the Consulate of
Uzbekistan that he is not a citizen of Uzbekistan, collected all the
necessary documents and in February 2022 citizen S. received a
passport of a stateless person.

These are some of the stories that ended safely and people were
able to obtain documents. Our organization has been helping
people in difficult life situations for more than 20 years. We can
provide assistance in documentation thanks to the USAID
project "Safe Migration in Central Asia", which we have been
implementing together with Winrock International since 2021.

TAJIK MIGRANTS OBTAIN PROFESSIONS

Tajik national Dilshod and Muhammad moved to Taraz in Kazakhstan in
early 2000s, as there less education and job opportunities in Tajikistan.
Both of them had no specialty and they worked at low-skilled and low-
paid jobs.

“I saw on Facebook on the Internet that there was a project on free
training for migrants coming from Tajikistan and decided to apply to the
ad. The project manager Ramil Ospanovich Perzadaev invited me to his
office and had a conversation with me. He collected my documents and
sent them to the Public Foundation
"Kaisar" for approval,” says Dilshod.
Muhammad also saw that
advertisement and applied for it.

i In June 2023, having received approval

from the Public Foundation "Kaisar", Dilshod and Muhammad began
to undergo training in the educational center "Damu KZ" on gas-
electric welder. They have now completed training on educational
courses for migrants from Tajikistan in the educational center "Damu
KZ", received a certificate and a certificate in the specialty "gas-
electric welder". After receiving the certificate, the young men
underwent an internship at Berlik LLP.
“I performed works on preparation of fences and other welding
works, improved my qualification. | work on the construction of a
residential building. | like my work, | have got money on which | can
provide for my parents,” says Dilshod.

“At present | work in a private company, | perform welding works.
For the first time in my life | signed a labor contract, officially employed, started earning money. Now
| can provide for myself and my family, buy real estate, help my parents,” says Muhammad.

The USAID-funded Safe Migration in Central Asia activity is being implemented in Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic,
Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan. It is a five-year activity that uses evidence-based practices and cross-border connections to
strengthen the mutual accountability and effectiveness of governments, NGOs, and the private sector to prevent trafficking-
in-persons, protect survivors, and promote safe migration. The activity works in close cooperation with local governments,
civil society, and the private sector to improve migration practices and prevent exploitation. For more information on USAID’s
work in Central Asia, visit https://www.usaid.gov/central-asia-regional.
